Tonight we’ll have dinner at the enchanting Springside Inn. Day two is all about the wine.  First, however, we
enjoy a delightful visit to MacKenzie-Childs, known the world over for its whimsical, hand painted ceramics and
home accessories. Then we’ll sample some of the very best wines along the Cayuga Lake Wine Trail, stopping
at  three wineries to sample the  various  vintages, learn about wine-making, enjoy the views and stroll the grounds.
We’ll stop for lunch (on own) at the downtown Commons in Ithaca and enjoy a photo stop at Taughannock Falls.

Dinner tonight is at the charming Sherwood Inn, a
lakefront venue in historic Skaneateles.   Day three
includes some special visits, starting with the
magnificent Sonnenberg Gardens and Mansion, a
treasured landmark with nine formal gardens,
Greenhouse Conservatory and “gilded age” mansion.
Next, a visit to the New York Culinary and Wine
Institute where we will be treated to a tasting of local
wines followed by a cooking demonstration with a
luncheon and wine pairing.  This afternoon we
depart for home.
